The Means and Forms of Temptations

Yes. One of the things I do on a regular basis once a day, I send out daily
inspiration. I call it my Spiritual Espresso, my daily blog. My daily shot of
Spiritual Espresso. We've got subscribers all over the world. I love writing
those. Then, once a week or so, I'll write a longer, usually, a longer piece of
inspiration that I put in an e-mail and it goes to everybody.

Yesterday, [ was writing about temptation. [ was writing about choosing
again. Spirit guided me to go there for this episode. We're looking at
Chapter 31, which is entitled, The Final Vision, and Section VIII which is
entitled Choose Once Again. It's on Page 666 of my copy. It's about
temptation. It begins,

“Temptation has one lesson it would teach, in all its forms, wherever it occurs.
Temptation would persuade the holy Son of God he is a body, born in what must
die, unable to escape its frailty, and bound by what it orders him to feel.”

So all temptation has only one lesson that it teaches and that is that, “I AM
a body.” We can think of all the forms of temptation. There’s this obvious
ones when we have a temptation to do something like self-medication,
eating, drinking, sexing, whatever it is that is a form of self-medication.
That’s a temptation. The temptation to judge, we can think of that. We can
think of temptations to—well, to judge is to attack, temptation to attack.
Temptation to resist, to be reluctant, right? Lots of forms of temptations.
Temptations to ignore, temptations to not listen, temptations to cast
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aspersions, all kinds of temptations, they all persuade us, or the purposes to
persuade us that I'm a body.

I have found that this is extremely helpful for me when I'm looking at
temptation, right? The temptation to give up, the temptation to feel lost, the
temptation to be angry, right? These are all really forms of temptation to
judge. Temptation to complain, temptation to give up and quit. All
temptation in its myriad forms is all for the purpose of persuading us that
we're a body and we don’t have what it takes.

The great thing is even when we feel we are just completely out of esteem,
we're so overwhelmed, we always have what it takes because we have a
relationship with the Higher Holy Spirit Self, and that Higher Holy Spirit
Self can move a mountain if we are willing. That's what it takes. It takes
our willingness. Are you willing? Wilt thou be made whole, right?

I find that when there’s temptation, I can say to myself, “Jennifer, wilt thou
be made whole or wilt thou be reduced to a body.” Lack and limitation. I
find it helpful. It changes my mind, like, “Oh, yeah. No, I don’t like to be
reduced to a body. Oh, it’s so dense.” But you know what, even if in that
moment, you feel like, “Hell, yes! I would like to be reduced to a body
because right now I just want to get out of here. I want to escape. Escape
this world through my self-medication, through whatever it is that’s going
to help me numb my feelings and get me out of the pain.”

When we choose self-medication in that way to numb us and get us out of
the pain, we're absolutely denying the power of the Higher Holy Spirit Self.
We're absolutely saying, “I am a body. I am not powerful. I am the opposite
of powerful. What I need is to numb myself because I don't have other
choices and other resources.” That’s why, this section is called Choose Once
Again.

It says, “Temptation sets the limits on what he can do; its power is the only
strength he has; his grasp cannot exceed its tiny reach. Would you be this, if
Christ appeared to you in all His glory, asking you but this—*

Think of this. This is Jesus saying, “If Christ appeared to you in all His glory
asking you but this:

‘Choose once again if you would take your place among the saviors of the world,
or would remain in hell, and hold your brothers there.””
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Wow! So clear, unequivocable. “Choose once again if you would take your
place among the saviors of the world, or would remain in hell, and hold your
brothers there.”

Choosing to be the Savior of the World

We can either be the savior of the world, or we can hold our brothers in hell
and stay there with them. Those two pictures are, to me, so much more
helpful than choose Love or fear, choose heaven or hell. Choose to be the
savior of the world. Doesn’t that appeal to us as light workers? Oh, we’d like
to be helpful, wouldn't we? We can be the savior of the world or we can
keep our brothers and sisters in hell. Hold them there.
